On July 11, the Maple Bluff Board
of Trustees approved a petition to
annex from the Town of Burke a trian-
gle piece of property at N Sherman
and Commercial Avenues, bounded on
the east by the railroad tracks, that
includes Lakewood Plaza (Cat Clinic,
Noah’s Ark, Vic Pierce’s Liquor,
Manna Café, Jacobson's Deli, etc.), an
apartment building with offices, five
houses and the Inferno nightclub.

All the properties were brought into
the village “under current zoning,”
said village administrator Tim

Krueger, which means all the business-
es will continue to operate under their
current conditions. The village will
eventually assign each property to its
own zoning code.

Since the village does not have
smoking ban, the Inferno will continue
to allow smoking. And Vic Pierce’s
Wine and Liquor will continue to sell
beer until midnight.

Across the street from the Lakewood
Plaza, the existing retail properties and
vacant lot are being considered for
redevelopment by the owner, though
there are no current proposals, accord-
ing to Krueger.
