Halie Fry, a 2005 graduate of East

Madison High School, has been select-
ed as one of 28 women from all over the
United States of America, to play with
the U-19 Women’s USA National
Eagles Rugby team this year. There are
also players on the team from
Princeton, Cornell, Purdue, Colorado,
California, Oregon, Tennessee, Texas,
Missouri, Nebraska and Washington, to
name a few. 

Halie left with the team on Monday,
June 5 for Colorado to play in a tour-
nament against Canada for her first
International Cap, returning on Friday,
June 16. The women are scheduled to
play two games as part of the U-23
National All Star Championships June
9-11 and follow this with two interna-
tionals against the Canada U-19
Women on June 13 and 15. This is the
largest women’s representative level
rugby event ever held in the USA. 

Under the direction of Coach Bryn
Chivers, the team has been invited to
stay at the Olympic Training Center in
Colorado Springs for the duration of
their stay in Colorado, using this as
their base and commuting into Boulder
for their games. This is an incredible
opportunity for the women to live and
train with the finest athletes in the
country. Players may find themselves
rubbing elbows with an Olympic
gold medalist during meals.

Halie was selected to play for the U-
19 Women’s Elite Wisconsin team in
the summer of 2004, Women’s
Wisconsin Senior selectside in sum-
mer of 2005, WI U-23 selectside in
2006, and has been invited to try out
for the upcoming U-23 Midwest
selectside team this year. 

Halie’s brother, Aaron Fry, a 2004

graduate of Madison East High
School, played for the USA U-19
National Men’s Eagles Rugby team
last year in Durban, South Africa,
competing for the World
Championship.
